Tulsa volunteer Dennis Hayes for his nearly four
years of work as the reporter for this newsletter!

This newsletter was originally Dennis’ idea - wanting
to highlight the great work that Catholic Charities
volunteers are doing day in and day out.

March 2021 saw the launch of the first version of a
volunteer-focused newsletter, at the time called
“Food for Thought.” Each month, Dennis chronicled
the news in food distribution, including its move to
“The Outpost” near 61st and Mingo, where food was
distributed from a giant warehouse there as
construction of The Market started on the Tulsa
campus. Dennis also detailed the history of Catholic
Charities’ food distribution in a two-part series that
was full of details.

Dennis reported how the Outpost helped in the
Afghan Refugee Resettlement and how the new
garden was faring in the transition from its old
location to the current site. He also included
spotlights on many volunteers and gathered recipes.

At the end of 2022, it was decided that the
newsletter’s focus should reach beyond just The
Market, garden and warehouse, to feature all CCEOK
programs and outreach locations.

“We are excited to share all the wonderful things that
happen here at CCEOK and the people (you!) that
make it happen. Without you, we would not be able to
be Love Changing Lives... which is why we have
renamed your newsletter to Service in Action,”
Volunteer Director Kelly Cassidy wrote in that
inaugural edition.

Unfortunately, there is never enough space in our
short newsletter to always include all of the great
details that Dennis would include in his articles.

And, while he is leaving the
newsletter team, Dennis will continue to volunteer in
The Market and the warehouse, which includes driving
the box truck to pick up items like 42,000 pounds of
potatoes in a small town, as detailed in the May 2024
story, “A CCEOK Potato Adventure in Proctor
Hollow.” Dennis can also be found restocking The
Market shelves and helping out behind the scenes in
several different programs.
